
      The week after Motherôs Day, Phil Leahy took up 
his sidewalk counseling post  on the back wall of 
Planned Parenthood. A woman in her mid-30s drove in 
and walked towards Phil on the way to the entrance of 
the abortion facility. She listened seriously  to what Phil 
was saying and graciously accepted his literature. She 
said she had two boys, 19 and 12 year old, and she 
could not have another child.  She appeared sincere 
when she said she would think about it and she turned 
and left the property.  
      Henry Geissler arrived to give Phil a hand. The 
woman returned with her 19-year-old son and went into 
the building. A young couple approached Phil and 
Henry and were friendly. Phil and Henry reminded 
them that Motherôs Day just passed and they should 
consider seriously not going through with the abortion. 
The woman started to cry as she turned and went into 
the building. The man stayed outside and his de-
meanor changed. He appeared aloof and hostile. At 
the gentle prodding of Henry and Phil, he came over 
and related his woeful past about his mother dying 
when he was young and he and his brother were left 
destitute and homeless. He spent quite a few years in 
prison. He didnôt want to bring a child into the world to 
experience what he did and as an artist he needed to 
concentrate on his work and not on his girlfriend having 
a baby. Henry asked him how the abortion would make 
his life any better?                  

       He went back into the building and after 
awhile, the older woman who had gone in earlier 
with her son came out. She told Phil and Henry that 
she was deeply moved by the young woman who 
had come in weeping inconsolably while waiting in 
the reception area with the other women scheduled 
for abortions. She decided she was going to keep 
her baby and she and her son left. At this time the 
abortionist had not arrived yet.  
       About an hour later, the younger couple came 
out and the demeanor of the man was now friend-
lier and they conversed pleasantly with Phil and 
Henry. Phil gave him a special ñpanoò or hanker-
chief and he seemed pleased. Then they both left 
before the appointed abortion. Needless to say Phil 
and Henry were overjoyed about the turnaround of 
these women that day.  
      Phil also marveled at how the woman who was 
distressed and in tears over her impending abortion 
was used by our Lord as an instrument of grace to 
witness to the older woman and helped save her 
baby from the terrible fate of abortion. Phil and 
Henry will attest to the unusual events on the side-
walk that are always unique and unexpected.

Laura gave her a big hug and expressed her best wishes for her first Mother's 
day. They stood smiling and laughing over which rosaries they should choose. After giving Mikala her number and e-mail address, should she need 
help, they went on their way. While Laura was on her knees praying, a man came out and nodded to her. Shortly after a woman left the building and 
followed the man. Then they approached Laura and asked to look at the in-utero poster behind her. They joyfully shared their  newly acquired ultra-

sound photo of  their 9 weeks old baby. They went on their way after the new mom shared that this would be her first Mother's day.
